THANK YOU in advance for carefully following the instructions below.

Check-in:
Band directors, please check—in at the Baker University tent next to the concessions
stand (Northeast.) Your greeter will meet you here. *Please keep your ensembles together.

Staging, Warm-up, and Performance (Please see map below):
All bands will stage on the southeast track side of stadium prior to moving into the warm—up area.

Band Warm-Up: Practice soccer field adjoining the stadium to the south.

Color Guards & Drum Lines Warm-Up: Large grassy area northwest of stadium entrance.
Please use the designated warm-up areas ©

*** No warm-ups permitted in the parking lot behind the press box. ***
This area is reserved for spectator parking.

Bus Parking (Please see map):

Busses may enter on the East side (1% St. & Fremont) of Liston Stadium and park facing west along Fremont St.
(behind press box). Please ask your bus and trucks drivers to park on the right-hand side of Fremont Street and
leave enough room for other busses move around you in case they need to leave early. Please ask busses to pull
forward as far west as possible along Fremont St.
